About the Site

The site of the two-storey Leathermarket JMB
office, at 26 Leathermarket Street, was identified
in our 2018 Estate Improvement Plan as having
the potential to provide new Council homes for
local residents. The Estate Improvement Plan,
which was produced by Leathermarket JMB and
Leathermarket CBS in consultation with over 500
local residents on the JMB estates, suggested
that a taller building could be built on this site.

Leathermarket CBS is currently consulting on
proposals to re-provide a new JMB office and
community meeting space at ground floor, with
new homes on the upper storeys - 60% of which
will be at Council rents for local residents.

About Leathermarket CBS

The Leathermarket Community
Benefit Society (CBS) is made up of
residents from the Leathermarket
JMB estates. Our Board of
Directors consists of a majority of
elected local residents from JMB
estates.

Leathermarket CBS was set up in
2014 by Leathermarket JMB to
build new, genuinely affordable
homes for local people in housing
need. Itis a non-profit organisation
and will only build homes for
private sale where required to
subsidise Council home-building.

Our first 27 homes at Marklake
Court were completed in Summer
2018. Our second development
of Council-rent homes, on the site
of the former Joseph Lancaster
nursery, is now under construction
on the Lawson Estate.



New Leathermarket JMB Office

As a Leathermarket JMB resident, you can drop in to the current office at 26
Leathermarket Street during opening hours to speak to your Resident Services Officer
or to report a problem. You may also have attended meetings or events held in the
current office space. As we are developing the plans for re-providing a new office and
community meeting facilities for Leathermarket JMB, we want to ensure that these
plans work for JMB residents, as service users of the office.
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The plan above shows the proposed ground floor plan for the new Leathermarket
JMB office. The areas outlined in blue could be used as community meeting space
during evenings and weekends, and would be securely separated from the JMB's back
office space. The proposals include a significant reduction in back office space for
Leathermarket JMB use, as the current back office space is laid out inefficiently and uses
more floorspace than required for the number of staff.



JMB resident directors, local TRA members, and nearby residents have
already told us that a large and accessible meeting space is important
for local TRAs and other resident groups. The proposed community
meeting space is larger than the community room in the current JMB
office building, and could be booked for residents groups to use during
evenings and weekends, when the office is not in use by JMB staff.

New Council Homes

new homes include private balconies.

60% the new homes proposed as part of the development would be Council-rent
homes for local residents in housing need. The proposals include a mixture of 1-, 2-,
and 3-bed flats, and all include private outdoor space. The development is designed
tenure-blind, which means that private sale and Council rent homes share the same
core and amenities.

Local Residents in Housing Need

Leathermarket CBS is building new Council homes for local JMB residents in housing need.
If you are living in a JMB home that does not meet your needs and you are on the Council’s
waiting list for new housing, you are also eligible to join Leathermarket CBS’s waiting list for
a new CBS homes.
